Askest not Tegea...
Ancient Tegea and “the Tegean land” in Byzantine authors

Already from the title of the paper, an adaptation of a Delphic oracle for Ar-
kadia (“Askest Arkadia from me”), is hinted the lack of sources of information
about Tegea during the Byzantine period. Byzantine Tegea as a habitable
and monumental area, as well as its wider territory, can be made known only
through archaeological research. As a city by its ancient and protobyzantine
name, Tegea is mentioned mainly in the episcopal lists and in some other few
but highly interesting cases, which will be presented more extensively. This
historical and philological essay is limited in the examination of the largely
antiquarian references to Tegea, before and after its renaming to Nikli or
Mouchli, probably in the 9th—10th century. Some hypotheses are put for-
ward, in an attempt to answer certain questions, such as, when and why the
renaming occurred? Was this rather the outcome of population movement or
transfer, that is the relocated people gave the new name to the settlement, as
it is supposed to have happened also with Arkadid—Kyparissia and with Ko-
rone—Asine? As a consequence, alongside the Slavic settlements the Byzan-
tines juxtapose their own presence. The Slavic settlement in Arkadia from
the 7th century onwards, aside from the toponyms, is proven also from the
archaeological finds which recently are increased. Finds of Slavic identity had
been traced from early on in Tegea per se (pottery), as well as in the territory
of the nearby Pallantion, and they are testimonies of the great population
change that had taken place. Later, during the 8th and the 9th centuries, it is
possible that the Byzantine administration strengthened the area with popu-
lations transferred from other regions. In the 10th century the city is known
as Amykleion, Eniklion, although the old name Tegea is used by certain au-
thors for the area until the Frankish conquest, when Mochli, Mouchli and
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Nikli become prevalent — probably as vernacular corruptions of Amyklai-
Amykleion. Of special significance for the topic under discussion are two ref-
erences, one of the 10th and the other of the 12th century. The 10th-centu-
ry reference is of high importance as it mentions the participation of a certain
protospatharios Thomas “of Tegea” in a planned secession of the Peloponne-
sians, moreover early in that century, in 920 or a little later. This was one of
the last political turbulences in the Peloponnese during a period that the Byz-
antines try and eventually manage to control effectively (after a century and
a half of conflict) the free Slavs of the Peloponnese and not only them. Are-
thas —who was born at Patras and knows very well the Peloponnese and was
also probably the author of the Chronicle of Monemvasia— was reportedly
involved together with the metropolitan of Patras in the planned subver-
sion-rebellion. Arethas is the only source who briefly mentions the incident
in an apologetic treatise of his. The active participation of a “Tegeatan” in
the preparation of the rebellion, which aimed at the deposition of the emper-
or Romanos I and his replacement with a Peloponnesian, aside from the use
of the ancient ethnic name which is interesting for the topic under discus-
sion, is of great historical importance for an area scarcely appearing in the lit-
erary sources. Eustathios of Thessalonike, two centuries after Arethas, while
commenting two Delphic oracles which became proverbial, the oracle “Ask-
est Arkadia from me” and the oracle “the Corinthian is happy but for myself
I would rather be a Tegeatan” (Teneatan according to Strabon), and noting
that “the oracles recall Tegea”, designated the area as Tegean ropos (land), a
phrasing exclusively used by him. This is probably the equivalent to the 7ege-
an chora (territory) or Tegean pedion (plain) mentioned in the ancient sourc-
es, as well as to the late Byzantine references (mainly in the Chronicle of
Morea) Nikliou chora, Nikliou kampos (plain) and livadia (fields). The area of
Tegea is considered as a land of prosperity and is related to the neighbouring
Mantineia, designated as land “of many vines”, again only by Eustathios. In-
terpreting Homer on what he says about Mantineia, Eustathios remarks,
right next to the verses for Tegea: “the poet calls this place lovely, for being a
plain with many vines”. The factual value of this reference for the Byzantine
era is still under investigation.

Finally, during the Palaiologan times, while narrating the Ottoman con-
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quest of Morea, the authors of this period refer in an old fashioned way to the
Tegean choros (country) and make note of the “city of Tegea, which is now
called Mochlion”. The Tegean land, the city and the territory of Tegea are
employed as a constant reminder of the past of a place even when its name

has been changed.

Deus cosmum:

Visions of Arcady in Renaissance Florence

The works of Theocritus and Virgil rescued from oblivion and disseminated
to the European art and literature the image of Arkadia, the realm of Pan, as
a rustic land inhabited by peasants, nymphs, satyrs and demigods. Particular-
ly, in Renaissance Florence Pan’s image became related to Lorenzo i/ Magnif-
ico, as it is evident in the nowadays lost painting of Luca Signorelli, 7%e
Court of Pan or Pan deus Arcadiae. This paper attempts to highlight aspects
of Pan’s survival —both as a cosmic deity and as a god of Nature— in the neo-
platonic environment of the Medici villa at Careggi outside Florence. The
patriarch of the Medici, Cosimo il Vecchio, had donated the villa to the hu-
manist Marsilio Ficino in 1462, so that he might dedicate his life to thought,
translation, and Plato. Thus, the “Platonic Academy” —which was a rather
loose group of intellectuals who gathered together from time to time to dis-
cuss philosophical matters of mutual interest or celebrate special anniversaries
such as the birth and death of Plato— was established. Its members included
the leading intellectuals of Florence and Lorenzo himself. After all, according
to those literati, rural peace and countrylife were thought to be the perfect sur-
roundings for the realisation of a contemplative life. Signorelli’s masterpiece,
despite various and often conflicting approaches, still remains an enigmatic
work of art that invites viewers to reflect on the symbolic figures depicted and
to perceive Pan as an enormous inner potency which urges the human soul to
seek for the universal and the eternal.

Images of centrality.
Phlious and its coinage in the Classical period

From the 430s BCE and through the 4th century, a series of silver coins from
Phlious bear a wheel with four pellets, one in each corner of an incuse square
on the reverse. The weight follows the Aiginetan standard, which indicates
easy exchanges with emissions from the economically powerful mints in
Sikyon and Argos nearby that used the same standard. In conjunction with
the oxen on the front, the series references agricultural productivity. On
some emissions, however, the depiction of the wheel is both more schematic
and abstract, which indicates that there is more at play than farming. The
longevity of the series, which runs unchanged for the longest time in the
Classical Period, further inspires the quest for a deeper meaning. In my pres-
entation, I will argue that the visual language of the coins gave voice to the
particular way in which the people of Phlious saw themselves and in relation
to the world beyond their valley.

Memory, beauty and war: the 4th c. staters of Pheneos,
Stymphalos and the Arkadian League

This paper aims to consider together a series of silver coinages produced dur-
ing the second quarter of the 4th c. in the name of the inhabitants of Phene-
os (generally dated ca. 360-350 BC), Stymphalos (cz. 350 BC) as well as by
the Arkadian League (ca. 363-362 BC). These three Arkadian coinages are
unusually large by their denominations (staters of ca. 12g) but not by their
volumes (only 3 obverse dies for the Arkadian League and Pheneos). They
are of the highest artistic level ever achieved through the Greek world at large
and are generally considered as an absolute peak of monetary art. Yet it is
most likely that —as a general rule in a world where military expenditures
were by far the most absorbing post of expenses— these wonderful pieces of
art were struck to pay soldiers. Moreover, it is likely that these spectacular
coinages belong to the same landscape, meaning 1) that they were issued
around the same time (although not substantially different, actual chronolo-
gies are somehow misleading) and 2) organized at a supra-civic level of deci-
sion, despite the fact that their types indubitably refer to local legends. Hav-
ing put in large perspective these three remarkable but small (to compare e.g.
with Thebes and Locri Opuntii at the same time) coinages, the paper also
considers why it was felt appropriate to strike such short-time issues.

Changes in the political landscape of the Peloponnese
in Classical and Hellenistic time

Sparta’s power-political dominance often blinds us to the diversity and com-
plexity of state structures in the Peloponnese in late Archaic and Classical
times. The bipolar image of a marked contrast between the Peloponnesian
league under the leadership of Sparta and a few autonomous poleis kai ethne is
a narrow, all-too-dichotomic view. The potential for conflict in the Pelopon-
nese did not result primarily from the contrast between the great power Spar-
ta and the other states. Relations between the medium-siz ed and small states
and the mutual claims to power were far more conflictual. Relations between
these states often led to pronounced regional concentrations of power — both
outside and within the Peloponnesian League.

This development, which can already be observed for the Classical period,
continued to gain momentum, when Sparta lost its predominance. Based on
this assumption, the different processes and manifestations of these regional
concentrations of power will be characterized by means of selected examples.
Initially, the expansion of Mantineia’s sphere of power at the end of the 5th
and the beginning of the 4th century BC and the profound changes in the
political structures in the Peloponnese after the defeat of Sparta at Leuktra
(371 BC) are discussed. Subsequently, the attempts of the Achaians to extend
their sphere of influence beyond the borders of their ancestral region are out-
lined. Finally, against the background of the power increase of the Aitolian
League on the Peloponnese, the strengths and weaknesses of the internal
structures of the Achaian League in the 3rd and 2nd centuries BC are ana-
lysed. The selected case studies are intended to illustrate the functioning as
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well as the wide range and the high dynamism of the political changes, which
had taken place within a multidimensional tension field in the Peloponnese
in Classical and Hellenistic times.

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Private honours, civic approval and public memory
in the cities of Roman Peloponnese

The award of honours, materialized in the erection of visual representations
of the honoured individuals and textualized through inscriptions engraved
on the bases of these monuments, constituted an important mechanism for
constructing the public memory of civic communities in the Greco-Roman
world. After all, the very purpose of honour was to preserve in public the
memory of the honorand and of his/her deeds. In this respect, the identity of
the agents who claimed the right to award such honours and who controlled
access to public memory was an issue of outmost importance. Since the Late
Classical Period, public honorific monuments coexisted with private ones
and, despite their close affinities in terms of style, location within the urban
landscape and purpose (the exaltation of an individual), they nonetheless
were easily distinguished on the basis of the accompanying inscriptions. Pub-
lic honorific monuments recorded various civic organs in the nominative
case as the grantor of honour, while private ones reserved this place to specif-
ic individuals, the civic institutions being textually absent from the honorific
transaction, although several testimonies show that their permission was in
fact asked for. The Imperial Period witnesses an important, but never sys-
tematically studied, novelty: the emergence of honorific monuments accom-
panied by inscriptions which record both private individuals as grantors of
honour in the nominative case and civic organs as approvers of honour in
various verbal formulas denoting the issuing of a relevant decree (for example
the abbreviation Y = Yymeiopat foviiic). The structure of these texts ena-
bles us to categorize them as private honorific inscriptions with explicitly re-
corded civic approval.

The aim of this paper is to investigate this new textual practice of provid-
ing access to public memory in the cities of Roman Peloponnese. We will ex-
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plore how similar practices used in Roman cities became known to the Pelo-
ponnese through the Roman colony of Corinth. We will also examine the
extent of the use of this new form of honorific inscriptions, comparing them
with the well-established from the past private and public honorific inscrip-
tions and bringing forward important local particularities. Finally, we will
focus on the social and political background of the individuals who were re-
corded as grantors and recipients of honour in these inscriptions, and on the
nature of their interaction with the civic authorities.

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The distribution of national lands and the colonization

of new areas in the newly established Greek state:
The case of the founding of Petalidi by the Maniates

This presentation is part of the already completed dissertation of Mrs. Dim-
itra Grousouzakou on “The Evolutionary Course of the town of Petalidi
from its foundation, in the early Othonic period to the modern age”.

The settlement of the Maniates in Petalidi (quondam ancient Korone) and
the establishment of a colony of Mani there, after 12 centuries of silence and
depopulation in the area, reflects the general trend of population moving,
immediately after independence, which generally forms the core of the re-
search. We draw basic information on the establishment of the colony from
the personal record of its founder, Nicholaos Pierros Mavromichalis. Petalidi
is officially founded with the Royal Decree of 19 April 1834. Concerning the
way it was organized and its evolution, we derive important information
from the press of the time and other written sources, while the oral testimo-
nies of the families that moved from Mani to Petalidi immediately after its
foundation are also important and original elements in the research. The
Maniates who settled in the area and were given share from the national
lands, apart from their particular cultural heritage, they also carried their lin-
guistic idiom with them, which is now lost or fully assimilated by the mod-
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ern Greek, but it still remains unaltered only in the songs of mourning, which
are very popular in Mani.

Urban planning of the area, based on a rationally organized plan drawn
up by the Bavarian engineers Colman and Straus, with rectangular arrange-
ment and concern of communal spaces, is also of great interest. The colonial
settlement in Petalidi began to be built in 1835, preserving some traditional
features, but mainly following the neoclassical trends of urban planning and
architecture of the Ottonian reign (1833-1862). Particular emphasis is given
to the phenomenon of cultural diversity and osmosis, observed in Petalidi,
almost immediately after its foundation. Three different populations meet
and work together over time for the evolution and progress of the colony: on
the one hand the Maniates settlers and on the other the local inhabitants of
the surrounding villages, but also the Anevokatevates, who had already
moved to the surrounding area before the foundation of Petalidi. These were
Arkadians, Vlachs in their origin, who came from the villages of Arkadia,
such as the historic Alonistena, home of the mother of Theodoros Kolokot-
ronis, Arkoudorema, etc. When the town of Petalidi was established, they
also started to demand their share from the national lands and as a result the
fight and the competition between the different populations living in the
town soon began. Older sources refer to the dominance of the Maniates, es-
pecially during the first years of the colony’s establishment, while the press of
the period refers to the newly founded Petalidi as a colony of the Spartans in
Messinian territory.

The presentation ends with an assessment of the cultural acculturation
that took place in Petalidi due to its population diversity, the research of
which is of particular anthropological, sociological and cultural interest.

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Impressing memory through poetry:

Reminiscences of ancient Arkadia in Greek epigrams

Before our modern eyes, one of the first thoughts that come to our mind
when the term Arkadia is evoked probably relates to olden Renaissance topics
of a paradisiac land where ingenuous shepherds live a peaceful and naive ex-
istence away from any external concern. However, this idealized perception
of ancient Arkadia was not thus rendered in Arkadian epigraphical texts, nor
based on its material evidence or literary culture. Leaving aside this scholarly
topic that could distort current approaches to ancient Arkadia, the examina-
tion of ancient texts in which Arkadians were represented provides a suitable
starting point to analyze how they were characterized (or wanted to be char-
acterized) and how their memory was preserved in Antiquity. To address this
issue, this contribution will deal with poetic texts, more precisely, with epi-
grams. Admittedly, in ancient Greece poetry constituted a traditional means
of impressing memory —or memories— of individuals and collectives (it was
not in vain that, alongside with oral poetry, the oldest epigraphical texts were
metrical). To this effect, we will focus on the study of both epigraphic and
literary epigrams coming from Arkadia or attributed to Arkadians. Hence,
the objective of this work is to define how ancient Arkadia was recorded in
the preserved epigrammatic poetry.

Throughout the exposition we will analyze first the extant corpus of Ark-
adian inscriptions in verse, not very numerous though. We aim at identifying
local attempts of impressing (or not) national memories in order to conform
a collective identity. For that purpose, we will later compare these documents
with other metrical inscriptions coming from surrounding Peloponnesian ar-
eas. On this latter point, it should be pointed out that in the pre-Hellenistic
period epichoric dialects could be represented in epigraphic poetry: language
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—and the consequent selection of local dialects or commoner standardized
forms— could also be interpreted as a marker of identity. Secondly, we will
compare these metrical inscriptions with their literary counterparts, looking
for their affinities and their dissimilarities. These literary epigrams are to be
found quoted in ancient authors or in ancient collections of epigrams (the so-
called Garlands). It is usually implied that there is no absolute certainty of the
origins of these texts nor their real existence. Especially in the case of the ep-
igrammatic collections, texts are provided with no context at all. As a result
of this, we will also have to take into account further problems of authorship
and original nature of epigrams. Be that as it may, within those texts we will
finally consider epigrams assigned to an Arkadian poetess who lived between
the 4th and the 3rd century BC: Anyte of Tegea. We will then close our ex-
position contrasting the aforementioned material with this local author and
the image of Arkadia recorded in her work.

‘No country for wise men’?

Towards a Peloponnesian topography of philosophy

The study of philosophy in Graeco-Roman antiquity is mostly focused on
the large and well-known centres of philosophy, above all Athens, but also
Rhodes or Alexandria. However, philosophy should not only be considered
as an ‘academic’ discipline, but must be also seen as a widespread social prac-
tice of the (mostly male) members of the social elites in the Mediterrean
world. This twofold perspective on philosophy forces to ask for different lo-
cal and regional cultures of philosophy. In the present paper, the Pelopon-
nese and particularily Arkadia will be taken into account.

Ancient Arkadian coins
in the Numismatic Museum collections

A significant number of ancient Arkadian coins, from the rich collections of
the Numismatic Museum of Greece, are presented here.

Gods, semi-gods and heroes, sacred symbols and mythical beings, kings,
emperors and their coterie, empresses, all march from the small surfaces of
coins issued by the city-states of Arkadia, and among them nympbhs, person-
ified rivers and Centaurs, Hercules’ labours, such as the Stymphalian birds
and the Keryneian Hind.

The Peloponnesian Arkadia in antiquity expanded over a geographical
area larger than the present one. Evidence of twenty-five mints from the late
Archaic period to the imperial age is attested, the most famous among them
being those of Megalopolis, Mantineia (Antigoneia in the Hellenistic age),
Kleitor, Pheneos, Heraia and Tegea.

The Arkadian mints operated either independently, issuing coins in silver
and bronze, or as members of alliances. More specifically, as members of the
Arkadian Koinon they minted triobols and obols from the second quarter of
the 5th century BC, bearing the Lykaios Zeus enthroned on the obverse and
the head of nymph Kallisto and the inscription APKAAIKON, APKA and the
monogram AP on the reverse.

As members of the Achaian League the Arkadians minted, from the sec-
ond half of the 3rd century BC, the widely circulated triobols bearing the
characteristic monogram AX on the reverse and the head of Zeus on the ob-
verse, as well as bronze issues with Zeus standing on the obverse and the per-
sonified Achaia enthroned on the reverse. Exceptional are the coins of Man-
tineia bearing the head of Antinous of the second century AD. The Arkadian
coinage comes to an end with a number of Severan issues.

The majority of coins produced in Arkadian cities follow the Aeginetan
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weight standard or the allied or reduced Aeginetan weight standard. Excep-
tions are the silver tetradrachms of Megalopolis, which follow the Attic
weight standard, as well as the early silver hemistaters of Pheneos, which fol-
low the Lydo-Milesian weight standard.

The iconographic repertoire of the Arkadian cities between the 5h centu-
ry BC and the 3rd century AD is very rich on account of Arkadia being the
birthplace and the land where the Olympian gods and goddesses, heroes and
nymphs act. Zeus was born on Mount Lykaion, the Arkadians’ sacred peak,
Poseidon was born in the meadows of Mantineia, and Hermes in Kyllene.
Hera grew up near Stymphalia and Demeter gave birth to Areion in the pas-
tures of Ogheion, on the banks of the river Ladon. The favourite goddess of
the Peloponnese, Athena, sprang from Zeus” head on the peak of Alipheira.
The legend of the daughter of the Arkadian king Lycaon, the nymph Kallis-
to, whom Artemis trasformed into a bear, is depicted on early silver triobols
of Mantineia and on the coins of the Arkadian Koinon, while Arkas, the fruit
of her union with Zeus, is represented in the bosom of Hermes on the im-
pressive coinage of Pheneos.

Apart from temples that Arkadians built to worship Olympian gods and
goddesses and the festivals they organised to honour them, their depiction on
the silver and bronze issues of the Arkadian Koinon and the various cities
presented here offers valuable evidence concerning Arkadian local mythology
and religion, history and culture, economy and society.

Lionizing sepulchral memory at Corinth:
the tomb of Lais

The memory (Gr. mnéme) of Lais at Corinth is connected with the burial
monument (Gr. mnémeion) of the famous courtesan, which according to the
testimony of Pausanias (2.2.4-5) was located in the area of the Kraneion
grove, near one of the city gates.

It is noteworthy that there are ‘pseudo-autonomous’ coin issues of Corinth
struck in the imperial times, which are thought to be dated earlier; they de-
pict the tomb of Lais in exact accordance with the description of Pausanias
(lioness on a column, standing on a ram). The same theme was used again on
an issue of Corinth in the name of Geta (ca. 209-211 AD). The timing of the
second issue could provide a hint for the date of the previous issues, which
are usually dated in the times of Hadrian (117-138 AD).

The numismatic presence of the monument, which might have served as
a landmark in the collective memory of the Corinthians, as well as of the vis-
itors of the city, has interesting connotations for the survival of memory of a
historical person. The reasons behind the invocation of this specific icono-
graphic theme, centuries after the death of the famous courtesan will be the
focus of this study.

The Arkadian coins and the sanctuary of Zeus
on Mt. Lykaion as evidences of ethnical and political identities
during the Classical period

In this presentation, we will discuss the use of the image of Zeus on coins by
the Arkadians in two important political moments: during the 5th century
BC, in the context of the formation of the Arkadian League, and in the 4th
century BC, in the context of the foundation of Megalopolis. Arkadia is the
second region of the Greek world prolific in monetary representations of
Zeus, behind only the coinage of Elis-Olympia. Our intention is to show
that underlying the choice of Zeus by the Arkadians in this period is the role
of the sanctuary of Zeus on Mt. Lykaion, which at that time had an impor-
tant role in the articulation of political and regional identities in Arkadia.

Ringing false? The “wicked copper coins”
of Georgios Gemistos Plethon

As the Ottoman Turks are rapidly conquering the Balkans and what is left of
the Byzantine Empire, the philosopher Georgios Gemistos Plethon (ca. 1355-
1452) writes two Memoranda, one to the despot of the Morea Theodore 1I
Palaiologos and one to the emperor Manuel II Palaiologos. Driven both by
the Platonic notion of the political responsibility of the philosopher and his
active involvement in political reality, Plethon presents his advice and sugges-
tions for the social and economic recovery of the Peloponnese. His call for an
immediate sociopolitical and economic reform aims at the creation of a large-
ly self-sufficient state in the Peloponnese, able to successfully resist the immi-
nent Ottoman invasion. In Plethon’s view, an array of economic and fiscal
measures is indispensable for the improvement of the state’s economy. To this
end, he proposes, among other, the abolition of debased billon foreign coin-
age, named “wicked copper coins” (Tovnpoig yaikeiows) in his Memorandum
to Manuel II. He thus seems to imply that in order for the Peloponnese to de-
fend itself against the Ottoman assault, first it will have to check the western
economic invasion, an aspect of which was the dominance of Venetian coin-
age.

This paper examines Plethon’s reference to the “wicked copper coins” in
relevance to its contemporary political, economic, and numismatic reality
but also to its literary and intellectual contexts.

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Apxdoeg xai Axazot:
Shifting memories and identity in the making

This paper discusses the relationship between memory and politics during
the Hellenistic period in the context of the Achaian League. Two adjacent
regions will be considered, Arkadia and Achaia, to approach the changing na-
ture of complex notions such as ‘memory’ and ‘identity’ and to make some
sense of the reasons that they can shift and be reformed.

Arkadia occupies the centre of Peloponnesos; a mostly mountainous and
secluded region that from early on supported the creation of ethnic identity
for its population based on its geographical definition. According to Herodo-
tos (8.73), it is the Arkadian, along with the Kynourian and the Achaian ezh-
ne that have strong roots to the region of Peloponnesos and are identified as
indigenous population (adzdxfova évea). However, in the years between the
formation of the Arkadian Koinon in the fourth century to the emergence of
the Achaian Koinon in the third century, the political landscape of Pelopon-
nesos regularly changed, partly due to the dwindling power of the Spartans.
By proximity to the region of Achaia, it should not be a surprise that the po-
leis of Arkadia soon enrolled to the (re)formed and ever-expanding League.
In contrast, what is of interest is how a region with a tradition of ethnic uni-
ty and continuation, but also of extreme political fragmentation, would —
from the beginning of the second century — be fully integrated to the Achaian
Koinon, with the Arkadian Megalopolis and important figures, such as Phi-
lopoimen and Lykortas, calling the shots. How can one approach the use of
the ethnic APKAAIKON (of the Arkadians) on coinage as early as the fifth
century (with religious rather than political links) to the minting of Achaian
federal coinage, bearing the inscription AXAION accompanied by the name
of the Arkadian poleis? Glimpses of ideological orientations of the elite can be
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seen in the work of Polybios, the Achaian statesman and self-proclaimed his-
torian of the Koinon, as well as a citizen of Megalopolis. A past which recog-
nised two separate ethne, the Arkadians and the Achaians, was to be renarrat-
ed. In the Hellenistic present, a merged identity was pronounced — an Ark-
adian could also be Achaian and vice versa. This shift in representation mir-
rors the changes in the political sphere.

This paper will approach the transformation of memories and the crea-
tion of a transformed identity for the Arkadian population in the context of
the Achaian Koinon. Epigraphic, numismatic and historiographical evidence
will be discussed to highlight the workings of identity formation in parallel
to the political and social history of the region in the period of the expansion
of the Achaian League in Peloponnesos.

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The identity of a warrior in relief:
Echemos on coins of Tegea

Among the coin issues produced by Tegea in the 4th century BC there is a
short issue of silver hemidrachms bearing the head of Athena on the obverse
and a warrior in fighting stance on the reverse. Such a male figure appears
also on later bronze issues of the po/is (late 3rd — early 2nd century BC). The
question of the identity of the warrior had been posed from early on in re-
search, with the answer remaining in doubt; gradually there has been a ten-
dency to identify the figure with Kepheus, a mythical king of Tegea. Kepheus
is shown on bronze issues of a later dating (third quarter of the 1st century
BC), receiving with his daughter a lock of Medusa’s hair from Athena. It is
arguable, however, if there are substantial reasons to support the linkage of
the fighting combatant to Kepheus once more. On the other hand, the coin
type under discussion bears a close iconographic resemblance with a marble
relief figure that is on display in the Archaeological Museum of Tegea (simi-
lar weapons, heroic nudity and fighting stance); the relief is dated in 4th cen-
tury BC and bears the name EXEMOC, which was inscribed much later in the
Ist or the 2nd century AD.

The identification of the warrior on the coins with Echemos, another
mythical king of Tegea, is put forward as more plausible, while at the same
time several aspects of the matter are examined. Quite importantly, the prob-
able dating of the initial silver issue based on numismatic criteria, as well as
its interpretation as carrier of a tale reified within a given historical context.
Moreover, the possible connection to a historical event as raison d’étre for the
re-emergence of the coin type on Hellenistic bronzes of the city. The whole
approach attempts to largely deal with the coined identity as a reflection of
monumental memory and a component of ‘intentional’ story-telling. Case in
point, functioning as assertions of identity and alterity, the Tegeatan coins

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project a message conveying a narrative of the past through a perspective of
the collective imaginaire in the present.

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The ‘salamanders’ carved slab from Andravida

During the beginning of the 20th century, a curious carved slab was discov-
ered among the remains of the Hagia Sophia church located in Andravida in
the Peloponnese. The Old French inscription incised on the frame reveals
that this slab was designed for covering the remains of Agnes of Villehardouin
(ca. 1243-1286), fourth wife of William II of Villehardouin, prince of Achaea
from 1246 to 1278. The inscription makes also her Byzantine origins clear:
she was the daughter of “KIUR MIKAILLE”, that is, of the Byzantine despot
Michael I of Epirus. The ornamentation of this tomb slab reveals several
original elements like four curious creatures have been carved, which we can
identify as salamanders thanks to their speckled backs. The zoomorphic mo-
tif never appears on Byzantine sculpture and its depiction on a tomb slab is
puzzling.

Since Antiquity, the belief that this amphibian was able to extinguish fire
was common and this motif had a rather positive meaning. But in Byzan-
tium, even if the salamander’s ability to withstand fire was also known, this
small animal could be harmful for human beings because its venom was dan-
gerous. The analysis of the distribution and the study of the signification of
this zoomorphic motif during the Antiquity and the Middle Ages allows us
to understand the reasons why the salamander was chosen to be carved on
the tomb slab of Agnes of Villehardouin. This motif appears to be clearly
linked to her franco-byzantine personality and to intercultural exchanges
framework between Greeks and Franks that defines the Peloponnese during
the 13th century.

Some considerations on Poseidon cult at Tegea

The aim of this contribution is to offer an overview of the Poseidon cult in
Tegea, by examining the available sources related to it. They are mainly in-
scriptions and votives already published, to which two testimonies should
probably be added: an Archaic pilaster capital decorated by a Triton exhibited
in the Archaeological Museum of Tegea (inv. no. 284), and a passage from
Pausanias (8.53.11), in which the Perieget encountered at the south of the Ark-
adian polis some Bepéha tep@v, although lacking the indication of the dedica-
tory divinity. The overall analysis of the sources suggests that the cult of the god
— attested between 6th and 2nd century BC — took place both within the urban
circuit, in relationship with the Hippothoitai phyle and probably with the gym-
nasium, and in the chora, where some of the testimonies have been found (pre-
cisely from the area of Aphidantes and Potachidai demes). Concerning the na-
ture of the god, elsewhere traditionally associated with the sea and its vital or
destructive power, in Tegea — as in the rest of the inner region of Arkadia — it
preserves its ancient and original characters: it appears as a chthonic god,
strongly tied to essential and underground forces (earthquakes, springs, rivers
and floods). Precisely because of this role, he is associated with the horse, hold-
er symbol of wild energy and of the force of nature par excellence, as well as
hypothetically within the gymnastic-competitive setting,.

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Early Arkadia:
Narrative patterns and material culture

Arkadia historically presents a very interesting combination of isolation due
to its mountainous nature that separates different areas of inhabitance, and
connectivity as a result of its central position among the other regions of the
Peloponnese. These features seem to have been translated in different periods
to a fluctuation in the sense of belonging, at the regional level of the Arkadi-
an ethnos, the intermediate of the smaller ethne within Arkadia, and the for-
mation of the relatively numerous and small poles in the area. The aim of this
paper is to present the evolution of these local and regional aspects of identi-
ty formation in Arkadia, from the Protogeometric to the Early Archaic peri-
od. To this end, a specific focus on the earliest available written sources is
considered necessary, combined with a thorough research of the available ar-
chaeological finds in the area, sanctuaries, cemeteries, and settlements.

The written sources that provide us with the earliest recorded mythologi-
cal tradition can be used, in connection with the archaeological evidence, as
indications of the genesis of community identity. These are, apart from
Homer and Hesiod, various references in the archaic poetry, as well as later
preserved mythological references to the specific area in sources of the 5th
century BC, both complete and fragmentary. The problems with later myth-
ological references in the sources referring to the upper past such as Pausani-
as, apart from them being exhaustively studied, is that they tend to represent
a more centralized and processed perspective, and reflect traditions forged
through the experiences of the Classical period.

1
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The connection of evidence through space provides a better understand-
ing of the patterns emerging and evolving through time, and enables us to
pose new questions on our material. This can produce new perspectives, in
order to draw the broader picture in areas traditionally decentralized, as is the
case of Early Arkadia. On a wider context, it is possible to investigate connec-
tions on a regional level, and examine the existence of cultural or other net-
works between Arkadia and the rest of the Peloponnese in this transitional
period.
